8. Fiqh of worship: History, obligations, voluntary acts, rewards, spiritual benefits and contemporary issues related to the
main pillars of Islam which are Salat, Zakat, Hajj and Fasting (FIQ-202).


9. Mustalah of Hadith (Hadith Terminology HAD-202)


10. Aqidah: Principles of Faith (Aqidah 202).






Each of these courses offered by ILF is equivalent to three

credit courses in colleges and Universities with respect to time of

instruction, student-instructor contact time and vigor. Our methods of

instruction include the use of all possible multi-media techniques including

power point, audiovisual flashes, video tapes and solid instruction.
